“Forensic Radiology” - Mike Gatto, MS, RT(R)

Forensic Radiology is a sub-specialty of medical imaging that presents many challenges to the radiologic technologist. The forensic radio-
logic technologist adapts to this wide variety of situations to assist physicians and pathologists in determining the cause and manner of
death. This lecture will cover: “medical examiner system” vs. “coroner system,” the role of the radiographer in forensic investigation, cases
requiring medical imaging, types of radiographic equipment, the art of identifying the unknown, unusual imaging skills in forensic radiol-
ogy, and criminal scene investigation case studies.
